VENDOR SPECIAL INCIDENT REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

Title 17 § 54327)(f)" The report pursuant to subsection (b) shall be submitted to the regional center by telephone,
electronic mail or Fax immediately, but not more that 24 hours after learning of the occurrence of the special incident.”

Title 17 § 54327(g)” The vendor or long-term health care facility shall submit a written report of the special incident to the
regional center within 48 hours after the occurrence of the special incident, unless a written report was otherwise
provided pursuant to subsection (e). The report pursuant to this subsection may be made by FAX or electronic mail.”

A SIR is required if any of the
